
AIBA Secretary General participated in the 34th Belgrade Marathon

AIBA Secretary General István Kovács took part in the 34th Belgrade Marathon, which is
held annually in the capital of Serbia. This is a traditional race that has been held since
1988, it attracts thousands of participants. Due to the pandemic, only 1000 athletes took
part in this year’s marathon, including Mr. Kovács and his wife.

‘I finished in 1h 35 minutes and Kata, my wife, got the second place with 1h 18minutes.
